Assessment of Prior Learning (APL) gives 
college credit for students’ college-level 
learning acquired through work, community 
experience, self-study or other non-college 
experiences. Over 7,000 Vermonters have 
taken part in the program; over 95% earn a 
college degree.

�e Johnson State College External Degree 
Program (EDP) helps adult learners with 
at least 60 credits complete their bachelor’s 
degrees largely in their own community, 
through a �exible combination of courses 
o�ered on weekends, online and in the 
evening.

For High School Students
Introduction to College Studies helps 
students develop strategies for college success. 
�e Dual Enrollment and Fast Forward 
programs allow high school and technical 
center students to earn college credit while 
still in high school. �e Vermont Academy 
of Science and Technology (VAST) o�ers a 
full-year alternative to the senior year of high 
school, allowing students to complete their 
last year of high school and their freshman 
year of college simultaneously.
