STATEMENT OF POLICY

hazardous condition®Vhile no policy can ensure absolute campus safety, each member
institution shall establish procedures for identifying, assessing and remedying safety concerns,
and for providing regular and ongoing trainings.

POLICIES AND PROCEDURES

A. EachVSC member instution and the @ice of the Chancellor shall adopt and implement
policies and procedures to ensure that the buildings, grounds, facilities, and equipment are
reasonably safe and secure. Further, each member institution shall providepalle orthe-
ground trainingat least annuallgs may be necessary for the effective implementation of these
policies and procedures.
